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Members to Elect ACWA President, Vice President at Conference 
The election to determine ACWA’s 
President and Vice President for 
the 2022-’23 term is scheduled for 
Wednesday, Dec. 1, during ACWA’s 
2021 Fall Conference & Exhibition.

The ACWA Nominating Committee, 
headed by Chair Brent Hastey, has 
announced a slate that recommends 
current ACWA Vice President Pamela 
Tobin for ACWA President and current 
ACWA Region 10 Vice Chair Cathy 
Green for ACWA Vice President.

At its meeting on Sept. 24, the ACWA 
Board of Directors approved procedures 
whereby ACWA members will be able to 
participate and vote in person or virtually 
in the upcoming membership meeting 
and election.

Authority and was the recipient of RWA’s 
2018 Distinguished Service Award.

She was elected Vice President of ACWA 
in 2019 after serving as Chair of the 
Region 4 Board in 2018-’19. Tobin chairs 
the Leadership to Leadership initiative, a 
virtual meeting series designed especially 
for member agency leadership to discuss 
emerging local issues with ACWA’s 
leadership.
