


2. SCV Water finds that the Agreement, the releasing of the TCE, and the granting
of the fee interest in the Project Property to Woodside, in exchange for easement
rights permitting the continued unaltered operation of the Project are exempt
from environmental review under the commons sense exemption pursuant to
CEQA Guidelines section 15061 (b)(3), and alternatively, under the minor
alterations exemption pursuant to CEQA Guidelines section 15301 because they
involve a negligible or no expansion of use.

3. SCV Water's General Manager (the "Authorized Representative") or designee is
hereby authorized and directed to execute the Agreement, with such changes,
insertions and omissions as may be recommended by general counsel to SCV
Water and approved by the Authorized Representative executing the same, said
execution being conclusive evidence of such approval.

4. Unless otherwise defined herein, all terms used herein and not otherwise defined
shall have the meanings given such terms in the Agreement, unless the context
otherwise clearly requires.

5. This Resolution shall take effect immediately upon its passage and adoption.
