Producers transferred title to some plots of
land on the ranch to its employees and
named them to the BOD.

Landowners within the DDWD are allowed to

run for office. Election cycle is every 2 yrs.

As a landowner-based District, SCVWA is
responsible for appointing the DDWD Board
of Directors.
