Pipelines break for a variety of reasons. These reasons include, but are not limited to internal and 
external corrosion, premature failure from material defects, high pressure surges and water 
hammer, improper installation (i.e., poor bedding, improper procedures, etc), third party impacts, 
as well as a variety of other reasons. 

A water utility has the responsibility to respond to leaks promptly, secure the area, and isolate the 
break as quickly as possible, while keeping safety in mind at all times. 

Valencia Market Place -The Old Road 

This leak occurred on a 14" C900 (PVC) 
section of water main. The direct cause is 
unknown at this time. However, VWD has 
experienced water main breaks on this 
particular size of water main in the past. 

No customers were out of water from this 
leak. Water was leaking for approximately 
50 minutes. Staff responded within -30 min.

Located in the city of La Verne, The F.E. Weymouth Treatment Plant is the location of 
Metropolitan's state-of-the-art water quality lab where more than 250,000 water quality 
tests are conducted for almost 400 different constituents each year. The laboratory's 
primary purpose is to safeguard the drinking water served to nearly 19 million Southern 
California residents. 

Weymouth was the first treatment plant built by Metropolitan. It largely serves Los 
Angeles and Orange counties. The plant was part of the district's Colorado River Aqueduct 
construction project. Today, it treats water from the Colorado River and the State Water 
Project. Weymouth has a treatment capacity of 520 million gallons a day, the equivalent of 
filling the Rose Bowl every four hours. 

The attendees received an overview of Metropolitan's water systems and IRP plan. We 
toured the tasting room (where we were taught the proper way of tasting the water and 
identifying it taste and order qualities), the wet lab, the biological lab and the ozone 
treatment facilities. 
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
