RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE SANTA CLARITA VALLEY 
WATER AGENCY AUTHORIZING THE GENERAL MANAGER TO ENTER INTO A FUNDING 
AGREEMENT WITH DWR FOR PRELIMINARY PLANNING AND DESIGN COSTS RELATED 

TO A POTENTIAL NEW DELTA CONVEYANCE OPTION 
 

WHEREAS, on June 5, 2018, the Board of Directors of Santa Clarita Valley Water Agency 
(“Agency”) adopted Resolution No. SCV-42, which adopted CEQA responsible agency findings 
and took other CEQA actions, which authorized the Agency’s financial participation in California 
WaterFix, and which authorized the General Manager to execute a gap funding agreement with 
the Department of Water Resources (“DWR”) to provide funds to help fund DWR’s 
preconstruction costs of the California WaterFix Project; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Agency subsequently executed such gap funding agreement with the 
Department in September 2018; and  
 
WHEREAS, the DWR Director rescinded DWR’s approval of the California WaterFix Project on 
May 2, 2019; and  
 
WHEREAS, as a result of DWR’s action, there is no longer a California WaterFix Project and 
the DWR notified the Agency that it would not expend funds contributed under the gap funding 
agreement for any other purpose absent specific authorization.  To date, approximately 7.7% of 
the gap funding agreement funds have been spent; and  
 
WHEREAS, in a letter to State Water Project Contractors dated May 2, 2019, the DWR Director 
indicated that the Governor intends to take a fresh look at a potential new Delta Conveyance 
option; and  
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WHEREAS, the Delta needs to be modernized to protect State Water Project reliability and the 
environment, and exploring a potential new Delta Conveyance option of some kind is in the best 
interest of the Agency; and   
 
WHEREAS, it is in the Agency’s interest to enter into a new funding agreement with DWR to 
authorize the remaining unencumbered gap funding agreement funds to be used for preliminary 
planning and design costs incurred after May 2, 2019 related to a potential new Delta 
Conveyance option; and    
 
WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the Agency desires to authorize its General Manager to 
execute a funding agreement with DWR in an amount equal to the remaining gap funding 
agreement funds for preliminary planning and design costs incurred after May 2, 2019 related to 
a potential new Delta Conveyance option; and  
 
WHEREAS, the Board of Directors of the Agency similarly desires to clarify that any current 
and/or future actions are not based upon and do not rely upon DWR’s decertified WaterFix EIR 
or DWR’s rescinded WaterFix approvals. 
 
NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that the Board of Directors of the Agency does hereby 
find and determine and resolve as follows: 
 
 

1. Authorization to General Manager:  The General Manager is authorized to enter into a 
funding agreement with DWR, and take any necessary actions related to such, that 
authorizes DWR to use the remaining gap funding agreement funds, which equal 
approximately $960,000 for DWR’s planning and design costs related to a potential new 
Delta Conveyance option.   

 
2. No project approvals:  This action merely authorizes the expenditure of certain funds to 

cover planning and design costs necessary for the careful review and meaningful 
evaluation of a potential new Delta Conveyance option by DWR, including but not limited 
to costs associated with the completion of environmental review and analysis under the 
California Environmental Quality (CEQA), California Endangered Species Act (CESA), 
and other related environmental laws. This Resolution, however, does not authorize the 
expenditure of funds on any construction, land acquisitions, or any other implementation 
actions that may or may not be required for a Delta Conveyance option, in the event any 
such option is ever approved.  Additionally, this Resolution does not grant any vested 
entitlement, does not bind the Agency to issuing any future approvals related to a Delta 
Conveyance option, and does not restrict the Agency’s consideration of feasible 
alternatives (including the “no project” alternative) or mitigation measures in the event 
that any future project approvals are ever requested from the Agency.  As such, the 
expenditures authorized through this Resolution do not constitute the approval of any 
Delta Conveyance project under CEQA, CESA, or any other law, and the planning, 
analysis, information gathering, and similar activities contemplated by this Resolution are 
otherwise exempt from CEQA.  (See State CEQA Guidelines, §§ 15262, 15306, 15378.)

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BOARD MEMORANDUM 

SUMMARY 

The Department of Water Resources (DWR) has issued a Draft Proposal Solicitation Package (PSP) 
for Planning Grants for the development or implementation of Groundwater Sustainability Plans 
(GSPs). This is Round 3 of the DWR Sustainable Groundwater Management (SGM) Planning Grant 
Program. The final PSP is anticipated to be released on September 9, 2019, and grant applications 
are anticipated to be due on November 1, 2019. The Santa Clarita Valley-Groundwater Sustainability 
Agency (SCV-GSA) Work Group members recommend SCV Water prepare an application on behalf 
of the SCV-GSA.       

DISCUSSION 

As authorized by the SCV Water Board, staff applied for a Round 2 Sustainable Groundwater 
Management Planning Grant. This application included work that was understood early in the 
process to be required, such as updating the groundwater model, studying groundwater surface 
water interactions, developing a water budget and data management system, and stakeholder 
engagement. SCV Water was awarded $416,000 by DWR. This revenue directly offsets SCV 
Water’s GSP development costs. 

Since that time, the scope of consultant services for GSP development was developed and SCV 
Water entered into multi-year consultant contracts with three consultants for GSP development 
totaling approximately $1.43M. Total GSP cost, including staff time, is estimated at $3.1M through 
Fiscal Year 2021/22. The Round 3 application provides opportunity for SCV Water to apply for 
additional funding in support of this more complete workplan and to further offset SCV Water’s GSP 
development costs. The draft PSP requires that the applicant provide a cost share of at least 25% of 
the total project cost (specific to the grant application). While the cost share provided by SCV Water 
under the Round 2 grant award cannot be counted in Round 3, sufficient expenditures will exist to 
meet local cost sharing. 

SCV Water has preliminarily identified tasks eligible for funding under this opportunity such as 
purchase and installation of pressure transducers with data loggers, separate data loggers for 
recording shallow groundwater temperature, peer review of the groundwater flow model,

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development of the hydrogeologic conceptual model, evaluating projects and management actions, 
GSP document preparation, infiltration testing and pilot studies, and staff time. Staff is working to 
refine eligible tasks and associated costs.  

On August 14, 2019, the Water Resources and Watershed Committee considered staff’s 
recommendation to approve a resolution authorizing the General Manager to (1) apply for a Round 3 
Sustainable Groundwater Management Program Grant on behalf of the Santa Clarita Valley 
Groundwater Sustainability Agency, identifying SCV Water as the agency responsible for the local 
cost share and (2) execute an agreement with the State of California for a 2019 Sustainable 
Groundwater Management Planning Grant. 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 

Staff anticipates a minimum grant request of $500,000. If awarded, costs would offset SCV 
Water’s funding responsibilities for preparation of the GSP. The cost to prepare the grant 
application is estimated to be $50,000. Application costs are not reimbursable expenses under 
the Round 3 grant. The total amount of funds offered statewide under the Round 3 is $47.25M. 
Although the state has indicated a preference for awarding funds to applicants that did not 
receive Round 2 funding, staff believes the proposed grant application should score well and will 
be competitive. 

The Fiscal Year 2019/20 Operating Budget for preparation of the GSP is $998,520. The current 
budget does not include the cost to prepare the Round 3 grant application. Due to uncertainties 
in timing of GSP development expenses, it is unclear if amending the budget would be 
necessary.  

RECOMMENDATION

WHEREAS, DWR has issued a Draft Round 3 Proposal Solicitation Package (PSP) for Planning 
Grants related to development or implementation of GSPs; and 

 
WHEREAS, the application period is anticipated to begin September 9, 2019 and be open until 
November 1, 2019; and 

 
WHEREAS, an opportunity exists for SCV Water, to apply for Round 3 grant funding to fund 
portions of the GSP on behalf of the SCV-GSA; and 

 
WHEREAS, SCV Water is evaluating projects and requested grant amounts and anticipates a 
minimum grant request of $500,000, but may request more grants funds if eligible costs are 
identified; and 

 
WHEREAS, the application process includes many requirements and considerations including:

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BOARD MEMORANDUM 

SUMMARY 

Management requests that the FY 2019/20 Operating Budget for the Retail Division be 
amended to allow for purchases formerly approved in FY 2018/19 to be purchased in FY 
2019/20. This will result in a net difference of $862,300 in operating expenses in the retail 
capital section of the Budget, but the overall budget remains balanced.  

DISCUSSION 

Several capital expenses for big ticket items were authorized in FY 2018/19, however due to 
timing issues, these items were not paid before the close of the fiscal year. These expenses 
include crew truck purchases that were ordered but not delivered, paving pipeline jobs that 
required scheduling but were not completed, and product shipment delays.  

At the time of the FY 2019/20 Budget approval, the projected operating fund balance at June 
30, 2019 anticipated these expenses. Due to the delays of the project costs, these expenses will 
need to be added to the FY 2019/20 Budget. This timing issue commonly occurs at the close of 
the fiscal year, and usually resolves with no impact simply by being absorbed into next year’s
Budget. Because these preauthorized expenses include large ticket items that will impact the 
capital budget, the Board will need to reauthorize these purchases by approving the attached 
resolution amending the FY 2019/20 Budget. 

On August 19, 2019, the Finance and Administration Committee considered staff’s 
recommendation to approve a resolution amending the FY 2019/20 Retail Operating Budget. 

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS 

The amended Operating Expense Budget for the Retail Divisions will increase the capital 
budget by $862,300 as shown in the attached spreadsheet. The budget will remain balanced.

The Finance and Administration Committee recommends that the Board of Directors approve 
the attached resolution amending the FY 2019/20 Retail Operating Budget.

SUBJECT: Approve a Revised Purchasing Policy 

SUMMARY AND DISCUSSION 

Management recommends approval of the attached Revised Purchasing Policy for the Santa 
Clarita Valley Water Agency (Agency). The Purchasing Policy is a written guide that designates 
how the Agency purchases goods and services. It is best practice to regularly review policies 
and procedures for clarification, relevancy and accuracy. Routine maintenance and changes to 
policies and procedures are inevitable in order to adjust to the Agency’s needs.  

Staff has identified the need for clarifying language in the existing purchasing policy in order to 
streamline the purchasing process.  

 In order to underscore the importance of supporting the economy of the Santa Clarita
Valley by conducting business with local vendors when fiscally prudent, the language
from Section 14 (Local Vendors) has been moved to Section 1 (Introduction) as follows:

1.0 INTRODUCTION
This Purchasing Policy provides uniform procedures for acquiring goods, 
services and equipment for the operations of the Santa Clarita Valley Water 
Agency (SCV Water). 

Staff will seek quotes from local vendors whenever feasible and will select local 
vendors when they provide the best product or service at the most favorable price. 
Requests for proposals, quotes, bids or other such processes may be advertised 
in the local newspaper, on the Agency’s website and on other local websites, 
where appropriate. 

 The existing policy excludes certain non-discretionary operating expenses. The following
clarifications have been recommended by staff:

2.0 STATEMENT OF PURPOSE
This Purchasing Policy does not apply to non-discretionary operating 
expenditures including, but not limited to, utilities, payroll, employee benefits, 
water purchases, election costs, conservation rebates, reimbursable
expenditures (such as grants or litigation settlements), deposit refunds, insurance 
and payroll taxes. 
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• The General Manager has authority to acquire goods and services up to $100,000 if the 

good or service is included in the budget. Staff is seeking clarification to the policy to 
determine if the $100,000 threshold includes or excludes sales tax and delivery fees. 
The following clarifications have been recommended by staff: 

 
 4.0 METHODS OF ACQUISITION (revised 4.1 through 4.3) 

4.3 Items of $100,000 or more (excluding sales tax and delivery fees). Items, the 
cost or estimated cost of which equals or exceeds $100,000 in any single 
acquisition (excluding sales tax and delivery fees), shall be submitted to the 
Board for approval before purchase. 

 
• As the Agency seeks grant funding with the federal government, the purchasing policy 

must acknowledge this activity and needs to state that the Agency will follow the federal 
Uniform Guidance procurement guidelines. The following addition is recommended: 

 
15.0 PROCUREMENT POLICY FOR FEDERAL GRANTS 

Organizations receiving federal funds are subject to the procurement guidelines 
of the Uniform Guidance (UG), formally 2 C.F.R 200 Uniform Administrative 
Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards. 
Projects seeking federal grant funding will follow the UG procurement standards. 

 

General Counsel reviewed the policy to ensure compliance with SB 634 and other applicable 
State law and has approved minor wording changes.   
 
On August 19, 2019, the Finance and Administration Committee considered staff’s 
recommendation to approve a revised Purchasing Policy.

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PURCHASING POLICY 
 
1.0 INTRODUCTION 

This Purchasing Policy provides uniform procedures for acquiring goods, services and 
equipment for the operations of the Santa Clarita Valley Water Agency (SCV Water). 
 
Staff will seek quotes from local vendors whenever feasible and will select local vendors 
when they provide the best product or service at the most favorable price. Requests for 
proposals, quotes, bids or other such processes may be advertised in the local 
newspaper, on the Agency’s website and on other local websites, where appropriate. 
 

 
2.0 STATEMENT OF PURPOSE 

This Purchasing Policy authorizes the conditions under which the Chief Financial and 
Administrative Officer is authorized to release Agency funds. All purchases of goods, 
services and equipment to be paid for by the Agency must comply with the methods, 
authority and dollar limits set forth in this Purchasing Policy. This Purchasing Policy does 
not apply to non-discretionary operating expenditures including, but not limited to, 
utilities, payroll, employee benefits, water purchases, election costs, conservation 
rebates, reimbursable expenditures (such as grants or litigation settlements), deposit 
refunds, insurance and payroll taxes. Improvements or units of construction work are 
subject to the competitive bidding requirements of Public Contract Code, section 21530 
et seq. 

 
This Purchasing Policy does not supersede statutory law in existence at the time the 
Agency enters into a contract for the purchase of goods, services or equipment. 
California statutes that govern such contracts shall control to the extent they are in 
conflict with this Purchasing Policy. 

 
3.0 AUTHORITY OF GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE CONTRACTS 

The Agency’s General Manager is hereby empowered to execute contracts for the 
purchase of goods, services and equipment up to a limit of $100,000 per transaction in 
accordance with Section 4.0. In times of his/her absence, the General Manager may 
delegate his/her power. 

 
4.0 METHODS OF ACQUISITION - GENERAL RULES 

Except as provided in Section 5.0, the following methods of acquisition shall be used in 
the circumstances indicated: 
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4.1 Items of less than $30,000. The General Manager or designee, may acquire 
items, the cost or estimated cost of which does not exceed $30,000 (excluding 
sales tax and delivery fees) in any single acquisition, from any vendor who, in the 
General Manager’s judgment, will provide the best product or service at the most 
favorable price. 

 
4.2 Items of $30,000 or more but less than $100,000. The General Manager may 

acquire items, the cost or estimated cost of $30,000 or more but less than 
$100,000 (excluding sales tax and delivery fees) in any single acquisition, by 
requesting three (3) or more quotations from qualified vendors, and then 
purchasing the item from the responsible vendor whose product or service offers 
SCVWA the best value. The General Manager may consider quality and relevant 
factors other than price in reaching his/her decision as to what product or service 
to purchase. If fewer than three vendors or contractors are available, or if the 
product is not readily obtainable on the open market, or in the event of an 
emergency, this procedure shall be adjusted as required and the reasons for such 
adjustments shall be noted on the purchase records. If an acquisition is made 
pursuant to this Subsection and has a cost or is estimated to have a cost of more 
than $50,000 and is not listed in the budget, the Board approval procedures 
established in Subsection (C) below shall apply. 

 
4.3 Items of $100,000 or more (excluding sales tax and delivery fees). Items, the cost 

or estimated cost of which equals or exceeds $100,000 in any single acquisition 
(excluding sales tax and delivery fees), shall be submitted to the Board for 
approval before purchase. Once approved by the Board, the General Manager 
may acquire such items by requesting (3) or more quotations from qualified 
vendors, and then purchasing the item from the responsible vendor whose 
product or service offers the Agency the best value, in the sole and absolute 
discretion of the Board. If the item is (1) of a specified brand or type which is the 
only article which will properly meet the needs of the Agency, or (2) is not readily 
obtainable on the open market, or (3) is an item or service for which comparable 
quotations or bids cannot be secured, the determination of sole source must be 
approved by the Board. 

 
5.0 METHODS OF ACQUISITION – SPECIAL RULES 

 
5.1 The requirements of Section 4.0 shall not be applicable if: 
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a. The item is a utility service such as telephone, power or other such item 
where the rates or prices therefore are fixed by legislation, government 
regulation or contract, or 
 

b. The item is to be used in improvements or units of construction work 
subject to the competitive bidding requirements of Public Contract Code, 
section 21530 et seq. 

 
5.2 In the event of an emergency and a written finding by the General Manager that it  

is immediately necessary to purchase or contract for goods, services and 
equipment, the General Manager is authorized to make the required purchase(s) 
or enter into the required contract(s). The General Manager shall, however, report 
any such action involving a cost of more than $30,000 to the Board as soon as 
practicable. This report shall identify the emergency and the actual or probable 
impact the emergency would have had on Agency operations. 
5.2  

5.3 The Agency purchases goods or services in which: (1) a competitive purchasing 
procedure has been conducted by another public agency, including, but not 
limited to, another local agency, the State through the California Multiple Award 
Schedule (CMAS), the federal government through the General Services 
Administration (GSA), or a joint powers agency, authority or alliance that procures 
competitive contracts; and (2) the price to the Agency is equal to or better than the 
price to that public agency. 
 

5.4 The Agency Board finds that the nature of the subject of the contract is such that 
competitive proposals would be unavailing or would not produce an advantage, 
and the advertisement for competitive bid would thus be undesirable, impractical, 
or impossible. 
 

6.0 MOTOR VEHICLES 
The State of California shall be used as the first source of supply for vehicle procurement. 
In the event the State does not offer the vehicle desired or a lower price can be found on 
the open market, Section 4.0 shall be in force. The General Manager shall report any 
vehicle purchase to the Board as soon as practical. 

 
7.0 ITEMS MANUFACTURED FOR SCV Water 

When necessary, the Agency may contract for goods or equipment, which must be 
manufactured especially for the Agency and are not suitable for sale to others in the 
ordinary course of business. Such contracts may provide for progress payments for work 
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performed and cost incurred, so long as not less than 5% of the contract price is withheld 
until after final delivery and acceptance of the supplies or equipment. Such contracts may 
also provide for a faithful performance bond in a sum determined by the Agency.  

 
8.0 AUTHORITY OF GENERAL MANAGER AND ASSISTANT GENERAL MANAGERCHIEF 

FINANCIAL AND ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICER TO MAKE DISBURSEMENTS 
The General Manager and Chief Financial and Administrative Officer are hereby 
authorized to make all necessary disbursements in payment for goods, services and 
equipment contracted for pursuant to this Purchasing Policy. This disbursement authority 
is, however, subject to the Agency’s rules and procedures on checks exceeding $30,000. 

 
 
 
 
 
 

9.0 AUTHORITY OF GENERAL MANAGER TO EXECUTE CONSTRUCTION CHANGE 
ORDERS 
The Agency’s General Manager is hereby empowered to bind the Agency by change 
order up to the total amounts identified below based on the original Contract amount. 
 
 
Original Contract Amount Change Order Authority 
Up to $1,000,000 $20,000 or 5% of original contract amount, 

whichever is greater. 
 

Greater than $1,000,001 $50,000 or 4% of original contract amount, 
whichever is greater. 

 
The Board may grant different change order authority on a project-specific basis. Board 
approval is required for any and all change orders once the total amount of change 
orders reaches the specific level of authority given to the General Manager. The General 
Manager shall brief the appropriate Committee and the Board on the details of all final 
approved change orders. 

 
10.0 PROFESSIONAL SERVICE CONTRACTS 

Professional services are defined as unique, technical and/or infrequent functions 
performed by an independent contractor/vendor qualified by education, experience, 
certification and/or technical ability to provide services. Typical Agency services that are 
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obtained through professional services contracts include engineering and design, 
construction and project management, land surveying, legal, finance, planning, 
environmental studies, legislative advocacy, public relations and outreach, 
organizational studies and strategic planning.  

 
Professional services contracts shall be awarded based on demonstrated competence 
and on the professional qualifications necessary for the satisfactory performance of the 
services required, at fair and reasonable prices to the Agency. All professional service 
contracts or work authorizations in excess of $100,000 annually shall be approved by 
the Board. The General Manager shall have the authority to approve changes in 
professional service contracts or work authorizations up to 10% (cumulative) of the 
amount authorized by the Board. When the General Manager makes such an increase, 
details of the changes shall be reported to the appropriate Committee and the Board as 
soon as practical. On an annual basis, the General Manager will present to an 
appropriate Committee a report of current professional services contracts, including 
name, service, amount, and expiration date. If the General Manager enters into a legal 
services agreement that exceeds $30,000, the General Manager shall notify the Board 
as soon as practicable.  
 

11.0 ENGINEERING SERVICES 
Engineering services provided by consulting firms for the Agency include conducting 
evaluations, performing studies, preparing preliminary and final designs, preparing 
technical specifications, providing engineering support during construction, performing 
construction management and inspection, water resources and other miscellaneous 
services. 

 
Engineering services will be performed by a pool of engineering consulting firms working 
under an on-call engineering services contract. 

 
(A)  Engineering Services Consultant Selection. Every four years, or more 
often if necessary, the Agency will issue a request for proposals (RFPs) to 
interested and qualified consulting engineering firms. Submitted proposals will be 
reviewed and staff will recommend to the Planning and Engineering Committee 
and Board of Directors the selection of between two and six firms to provide 
Engineering services. 
 
(B)  Work Assignments. Engineering services will be provided by the selected 
consultants based on the firm’s qualifications, experience, similar project 
experience, convenience, schedule, historical knowledge and overall cost. Scope 
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of work, schedule, and compensation for each work assignment will be detailed in 
a specific Work Authorization.   
 
When a specific project requires unique qualifications or a specialty service, as 
determined by the General Manager, the Agency may develop a specific selection 
procedure and select a consultant without regard to the pool of engineering 
consulting firms. 
 
(C)  Contract Duration. Each firm in the pool will be under contract to provide 
services for the four-year duration noted above. However, should a firm have a 
work authorization underway at the end of the four-year term, its work and its 
contract with the Agency will remain in effect until the completion of the work 
authorization.   
 

 
12.0 AUTHORITY OF GENERAL MANAGER TO APPROVE PLANS AND SPECIFICATIONS 

FOR ADVERTISING, ACCEPTANCE OF CONSTRUCTION PROJECTS, AND REVIEW 
CONSTRUCTABILITY OF CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS 

   
(A) The General Manager shall have the authority to approve plans and 
specifications prepared for advertising capital improvement projects for 
construction bids.   
 
(B) The General Manager shall have the authority to accept construction 
projects and issue and record the Notice of Completion with the Los Angeles 
County Recorder’s Office. Staff shall notify the Board of Directors each time the 
General Manager accepts a construction project. 
 
(C) Constructability reviews shall be performed on all major capital improvement 
projects and other capital improvement projects, as appropriate, as determined 
by the General Manager or his designee. 
 

13.0 WORK AUTHORIZATIONS  
A written Work Authorization shall be executed to define scope, schedule, and budget for 
tasks or projects authorized under General Services Contracts. Staff will prepare and the 
General Manager or his designee is authorized to execute Work Authorizations where the 
value is $100,000 or less, provided the item is listed in the budget. The Board of Directors 
shall approve Work Authorizations when the value is greater than $100,000, provided the 
item is listed in the budget. If the item is not listed in the budget, the General Manager or 
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his designee is authorized to execute Work Authorizations when the value is $50,000 or 
less. If the item is not listed in the budget, the Board of Directors shall approve Work 
Authorizations when the value is greater than $50,000. Approval by the Board shall be in 
accordance with its customary procedures. The General Manager shall have the authority 
to approve changes in Professional Services Contracts or Work Authorizations up to ten 
percent of the Amount authorized by the Board of Directors. When the General Manager 
approves such an increase, details of the change shall be reported to the Board of 
Directors at its next meeting. An appropriate Committee, as determined by the Board of 
Directors, shall review contracts as needed to determine if the terms still meet the 
requirements and needs of the Agency or if the contracts should be modified. 

 
14.0 LOCAL VENDORS 

Staff will seek quotes from local vendors whenever feasible and will select local vendors 
when they provide the best product or service at the most favorable price. Requests for 
proposals, quotes, bids or other such processes may be advertised in the local 
newspaper, on the Agency’s website and on other local websites, where appropriate. 

 
145.0 AUTHORITY OF GENERAL MANAGER TO ENTER INTO THIRD PARTY FUNDED 

DESIGN AND/OR CONSTRUCTION CONTRACTS 
The General Manager shall have the authority to enter into design agreements and/or 
construction contracts where the value is more than $100,000 that are solely funded by 
third parties (i.e. private developers, The City of Santa Clarita, Los Angeles County, etc.) 
provided that funds have been deposited with the Agency prior to the execution of the 
design agreement and/or construction contract. Details of such agreements and contracts 
shall be reported to the appropriate Committee and the Board of Directors. 

 
156.0 PROCUREMENT POLICY FOR FEDERAL GRANTS 

Organizations receiving federal funds are subject to the procurement guidelines of the 
Uniform Guidance (UG), formally 2 C.F.R 200 Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost 
Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal Awards. Projects seeking federal grant 
funding will follow the UG procurement standards.

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BOARD MEMORANDUM 

SUMMARY AND DISCUSSION 

Management recommends approval of the attached Driving and Vehicle Policy for the Santa 
Clarita Valley Water Agency. As part of the merger, staff has been reviewing policies of both 
Castaic Lake Water Agency (CLWA) and Newhall County Water District (NCWD) to develop 
unified policies for SCV Water, and has developed the attached proposed policy.  

The purpose of the Driving and Vehicle Policy is to establish uniform guidelines for employees 
whose positions at the Agency may require the ability to drive a motor vehicle. It also 
establishes procedures in regards to driver’s licenses, insurance, driving safety, records, 
restrictions and authorizations for overnight use. 

On August 19, 2019, the Finance and Administration Committee considered staff’s 
recommendation to approve a Driving and Vehicle Policy.

SUBJECT: Approve a Driving and Vehicle Policy 
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DRIVING AND VEHICLE POLICY 
 
1.0 PURPOSE 

Some positions at the Agency require the ability to drive a motor vehicle. The purpose of 
this policy establishes uniform procedures that apply to employees who drive Agency 
and/or personal vehicles for Agency business. This policy also establishes procedures 
for reviewing employee driving records reports and for addressing restriction, 
suspension or revocation of a required California driver’s license. All Agency-provided 
vehicles are for Agency use only and may be taken overnight only with prior 
authorization of the supervisor. 
 
Employees shall drive in accordance with the following: 
 

 Applicable local, State and Federal laws 
 Safe and defensive driving practices 
 Reasonable prudence to conserve fuel and maintain vehicles at the highest 

operating efficiency 
 The Agency’s liability, property and other insurance programs, and in a manner 

to reduce liability to such. 
 

2.0 VALID DRIVER’S LICENSE 
All employees whose job responsibilities require the ability to drive a motor vehicle 
throughout the duration of their employment with the Agency shall maintain a valid 
driver’s license, appropriate to the kind of vehicle they are required to drive, as well as 
an acceptable driving record. An acceptable driving record shall be defined as a driving 
record with five (5) or fewer points assigned by the Department of Motor Vehicles 
(“DMV”).  In addition, the employee will be part of the DMV Employer Pull Notice 
Program. The Agency participates in a system that regularly checks the DMV records of 
all employees who drive as part of their job.  
 
Any employee who does not maintain a valid, appropriate driver’s license and an 
acceptable driving record, or who is determined to be uninsurable by the Agency, may 
be subject to disciplinary action up to and including suspension, demotion, transfer or 
termination. Any change in an employee’s driving license must be reported immediately 
to his or her supervisor.  
 
Before commencing employment, each employee required to drive for Agency business 
shall provide a copy of his/her driver’s license. 

 
3.0 GENERAL RULES AND REGULATIONS FOR USE OF AGENCY VEHICLES 

The Agency’s Management Vehicle or Vehicle Allowance policy and employment 
contracts apply to senior management positions regarding use of Agency 
vehicles.  Unless in conflict with the Management Vehicle or Vehicle Allowance policy or 
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employment contracts, provisions of this Driving and Vehicle Policy apply to the senior 
management positions. 

 
Agency vehicles are provided to eligible employees to enable them to efficiently perform 
their job functions for the Agency. They are not intended to be fringe benefit items. 

1) Agency vehicles may not be used for personal business except for incidental use 
during the course of official business (e.g., stopping for lunch while on business). No 
one except authorized employees and business guests may be transported in an 
Agency vehicle at any time. The transportation of personal property within an Agency 
vehicle is prohibited at all times, except for incidental items such as a briefcase, gym 
bag or other property ordinarily used by employees while they are on Agency 
business. This provision applies to employees on On-Call Duty. 

2) Smoking and the use of tobacco products is prohibited in all Agency vehicles. 

3) An employee to whom a vehicle is assigned shall be fully responsible for the general 
maintenance and proper care of the vehicle, e.g., maintaining proper fluid levels and 
tire air pressure. The employee shall present the vehicle for repair, service, or 
adjustment whenever such is needed, and preventative maintenance when due. It is 
the responsibility of the assigned driver to immediately notify the supervisor of any 
vehicle maintenance needs, damage or safety problems by submitting a completed 
“Vehicle Condition Checklist” form. 

4) Employees shall drive vehicles with reasonable prudence to conserve fuel and 
sustain them at the highest operating efficiency. 

5) It is the responsibility of the assigned driver to ensure that copies of the Vehicle 
Registration, proof of Agency insurance coverage, and a Vehicle Accident Report 
Packet are kept in the vehicle at all times. 

6) If involved in an accident, even if minor, the employee must immediately report the 
accident to the supervisor, and must also complete a “Driver’s Report of Accident” 
form. 

7) Employees shall drive in accordance with defensive driving practices.   

8) Agency vehicles may not be loaned to consultants or contractors. 

4.0 AGENCY VEHICLE DRIVER SAFETY RULES 
 
1) The use of an Agency vehicle while under the influence of intoxicants or other drugs 

that could impair driving ability is forbidden and is sufficient cause for discipline, up to 
and including termination of employment. Please refer to the Drug-Free Workplace 
Policy in Section 5 of the Employee Manual Section for more information. 
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2) No driver shall operate an Agency vehicle when his/her ability to do so safely has 
been impaired by illness, fatigue, injury, prescription or over-the-counter (OTC) 
medication. 

3) All drivers and passengers operating or riding in an Agency vehicle must wear seat 
belts, even if air bags are available. 

4) No unauthorized personnel are allowed to drive or ride in Agency vehicles. 
5) Drivers are responsible for the security of Agency vehicles assigned to them. The 

vehicle engine must be shut off, ignition keys removed, and vehicle doors locked 
whenever the vehicle is left unattended, and Agency or personal property removed. 

6) All State, Federal and local laws must be obeyed, including the use of hands-free 
technology. Please refer to the Agency’s Wireless Device Policy for further 
information. 

7) In the interest of safety, engaging in activities that distract employees while driving 
on Agency business is prohibited. If an employee must make or answer a cell phone 
call while driving, he or she should pull over and stop if possible. If an employee 
must use a phone while driving, he or she should do so with caution and in a manner 
that does not interfere with safe driving and in compliance with State law (i.e., 
headsets and hands-free technology). 

 
5.0 AGENCY VEHICLES APPROVED FOR SHORT-TERM OVERNIGHT USE 

Overnight or longer term use by an employee must have prior written approval by a 
supervisor or manager as follows: 
 
1) Overnight use requires prior written approval of the immediate supervisor or 

Department Manager. 

2) Temporary use for more than one day requires prior written approval of the 
Department Manager. 

3) Temporary use of more than one week requires prior written approval of the General 
Manager or his/her designee. 

 

Prior written approval is required, using the “Authorization to Take Home Agency 
Vehicle” form. 
 

6.0 AGENCY VEHICLES APPROVED FOR LONG-TERM OVERNIGHT USE 
Management positions and key Agency positions with extensive field duties and 
considered to be on call at all times may be assigned vehicles that may be stored at the 
employee’s residence. The Agency may provide its managers and employees with the 
use of an Agency-owned vehicle and permit the vehicle to be stored at the employee’s 
residence when it is necessary to conduct Agency business on a regular basis. The 
basic criteria include:   
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1) The employee must have the proper authority and responsibility level for making 
emergency decisions and skills to perform necessary tasks. Such positions include 
but are not limited to superintendents and supervisors of maintenance, operations, 
mechanical and production departments, and management. 

2) The employee departs or returns regularly from official trips away from the 
employee’s headquarters, and the circumstances make it impractical to use other 
means of transportation. 

3) The employee’s residence is reasonably en-route from employee’s headquarters to 
work site, and the employee normally reports directly to the worksite. 

4) The employee uses the vehicle to conduct Agency business on the same day or 
before normal working hours on the succeeding workday. 

5) The employee’s duties require unplanned overtime resulting in no other practical 
means for the employee to get home. 

6) The employee must respond to urgent or emergency calls outside scheduled working 
hours.  

 
Prior written approval is required, using the “Authorization to Take Home Agency Vehicle” form. 

 
7.0 USE OF PRIVATE VEHICLES FOR AGENCY BUSINESS 

 
1) The use of private vehicles for Agency business will be reimbursed at the rate 

allowed by the IRS (subject to IRS updates). 

2) An employee using a private vehicle on Agency business must maintain legally 
acceptable automobile insurance with liability coverage indicating the minimum limits 
required by the State of California.   

3) The employee’s private vehicle insurance is the primary insurance on the vehicle. 

4) While operating an Agency vehicle or driving a personal vehicle on Agency business, 
the driver must possess a valid State of California, Department of Motor Vehicles 
(DMV) Driver’s License, and must comply with the requirement of the California 
Vehicle Code and local regulations and ordinances. 

 
8.0 SUSPENSION OF DRIVING PRIVILEGES 

In addition to maintaining an acceptable driving record and insurance, any employee 
may have his or her right to use an Agency vehicle suspended by the General Manager, 
or the Human Resources/Risk Management Supervisor, if the individual: 
 
1) Is convicted of a serious driving offense, or a series of lesser offenses related to 

safety 
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2) Has been involved in an accident involving damage in an Agency vehicle, where the 
driver has been found to be at fault 

3) Is judged to have incurred excessive insurance claims 

4) Has not maintained the vehicle in a suitable manner 

5) Has breached any of the agreed conditions 

6) Has lost driving privileges or insurance 

7) Has failed to complete defensive driving training  

 
In addition, the employee may be subject to discipline. 

 
9.0 TAX TREATMENT ON USE OF AGENCY-OWNED VEHICLES 

Governmental agencies are required to withhold taxes on the personal use of 
government owned vehicles. The Agency includes the personal use taxable value on the 
employee’s W-2 based on personal use of an Agency provided vehicle. There are three 
methods for computing tax treatment. A governmental Agency may use the lower of the 
three methods. The Agency utilizes the Annual Lease Value Plus method and 
Commuting Valuation method. 
 
1) Annual Lease Value Method Plus value of employer provided fuel. Business and 

personal mileage is monitored. The total annual value x personal use % = reportable 
income. 

2) Cents-per-mile rate, times personal mileage. 

3) Commuting Valuation method. Vehicles provided/assigned to Agency employees 
and approved to be stored at home are taxed on the value of each one-way 
commute of $1.50, to and from work. 

 
Managers are required by the IRS to use the Annual Lease Value Method due to being 
considered “Controlled Employees.” A controlled employee is either an elected official 
and/or executive Level V employee. Based on the 2019 compensation level per U.S. 
Office of Personnel Management, this annual salary is currently $156,000. This amount 
is subject to U.S. Office of Personnel Management updates.

CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS (CIP) DESIGN 

1. ESFP Washwater Return and Sludge Collection System – Design plans and
specifications are being finalized. The Operating Permit amendment application has
been submitted to the State Water Resources Control Board Division of Drinking
Water (DDW) for approval.

2. Castaic Conduit Bypass – Design is 90% complete. Staff is working with affected
property owners to acquire necessary permanent and temporary easements. Agency
has paid two of the three property owners and recorded the easements. The only
remaining easement is scheduled for approval by the Santa Clarita City Council in
September 2019.

3. Magic Mountain Pipeline No. 6A – The project has been divided into two phases
(Phases 6A and 6B) to match the street improvements schedule. Contract documents
for the construction of the Phase 6A portion are being finalized. Application for
approval of alternative to water main separation requirements for Phase 6A was
submitted to the DDW on July 31, 2019 and is in review. Phase 6B design is
approximately 30% complete.

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4. Magic Mountain Reservoir – Staff is preparing request for proposals for design. 
 

5. Replacement Wells – Kick-off meeting with Richard Slade and Associates for well 
design was held on May 16, 2019. The 92% Design drawings for the pipeline along 
Commerce Center Drive that will connect the wells to the Magic Mountain Pipeline are 
being revised.  
 

6. Groundwater Treatment Improvements – Advisian is preparing the necessary National 
Contingency Plan documents and is scheduled to be complete by the end of 
September 2019.   
 

7. Recycled Water Central Park (Phase 2A) – The project’s Mitigated Negative 
Declaration (MND) and Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program (MMRP) was 
adopted by the CLWA Board of Directors at its December 13, 2017 regular Board 
meeting. Design is on hold pending resolution of recycled water permitting and 
regulatory issues. 
 

8. Recycled Water Vista Canyon (Phase 2B) – The Preliminary Design Report (PDR) has 
been completed. On July 17, 2017, the Department of Water Resources (DWR) 
approved repurposing $2.7 million in Proposition 84 Grant Funding from the Saugus 
Formation Dry Year Wells project to the Vista Canyon Recycled Water Project. The 
CLWA Board of Directors adopted the MND/MMRP on November 20, 2017. Final 
design for the pipeline and tanks are approximately 90% complete. Submittal of the 
100% design plans for the pipeline is scheduled in August 2019 and for the tanks in 
September 2019.   

 
9. Recycled Water South End (Phase 2C) – The PDR has been completed. NCWD, as 

the CEQA Lead Agency, certified the recirculated MND on August 10, 2017. The 
project MND/IS was adopted by the CLWA Board of Directors on August 23, 2017. A 
90% design review workshop was held on April 24, 2019. Plans and specifications are 
being finalized. 
 

10. Recycled Water West Ranch (Phase 2D) – The PDR has been completed. On July 17, 
2017, DWR approved repurposing $1.8 million in Proposition 84 Grant Funding from 
the Saugus Formation Dry Year Wells project to the Phase 2D Project. The CLWA 
Board of Directors adopted the MND and MMRP at its July 28, 2017 regular Board 
meeting. The plans and specifications are being finalized. Traffic plans are being 
prepared and permits are being secured from Los Angeles County Department of 
Public Works.   
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PERCHLORATE CONTAMINATION PROGRAM MANAGEMENT  
 
The last monthly Technical Committee meeting was held on August 13, 2019. The Whittaker-
Bermite Multi-Jurisdictional Task Force was held on July 10, 2019. The Settlement Agreement 
among SCVWA (former CLWA and retail purveyors), Whittaker-Bermite (Whittaker) and the 
insurance carriers is in effect. Reimbursement requests for operational and maintenance (O&M) 
costs through March 2019 have been submitted. 
 
As a result of the detection of perchlorate at Well V-201, modifications are being made to the 
Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) Remedial Action Plan (RAP) and the 
perchlorate project DDW 97-005 Engineering Report. A perchlorate removal facility has been 
constructed and resumption of Well V-201 service will occur following successful completion of 
testing and State Water Resources Control Board (SWRCB) Division of Drinking Water (DDW) 
approval. Until DDW approval is obtained, the perchlorate removal system is operating and the 
treated water is being discharged to the Santa Clara River. 
 
In late December 2017, perchlorate was detected at Well V-205 just above the maximum 
contaminant level for drinking water of 6 ppb. A confirmation sample taken in March 2018 
indicated a level of 8.1 ppb. The well was previously taken out of service in 2012. Staff is 
determining the course of action to pursue to return the well to service and potential cost 
recovery under the terms of the Settlement Agreement.   
 
For the first time since 2005, perchlorate was detected in Alluvial Aquifer Well Q-2 at the 
maximum contaminant level of 6 μg/L. No drinking water quality standards were violated, but the 
well was removed immediately from service. Monthly water quality monitoring will continue 
during the idle period while staff considers future options. The most recent sample taken during 
July 2019, when the well was offline, had a perchlorate level of 9 μg/L. 
 
WATER QUALITY LABORATORY  
 
The renewal application (required every 2 years) with the Environmental Laboratory

FINANCE & ADMINISTRATION 

Key Accomplishments/Activities: 

Staff and AAC Utility Partners released the Request for Proposal (RFP) for a new Financial 
Management Information System (FMIS) on June 27, 2019. The RFPs were due on August 8, 
2019. 

The Agency’s new auditors, LSL, began their on-site interim fieldwork the week of July 8-12, 
2019. The auditors were pleased with the transition to one Agency and were impressed with 
how staff has adapted to the complexity of the audit process and reporting. The auditors will 
complete their on-site fieldwork the weeks of October 28 and November 4, 2019. 

Staff negotiated the purchase of two new Canon copiers; one will be replacing a copier that is 
approaching the end of its useful life. The other copier will be an addition to the office 
equipment. The new copiers were obtained through a competitively-bid contract issued to 
Canon Solutions America by National IPA. The pricing and services were made available to all 
government entities at the city and county levels. The contract price for each of the new copiers 
is $10,696, while the list price is $29,318, a cost-savings of $18,622 per copier or $37,244 for 
both. As part of the contract, delivery and installation fees are waived. 

Cardholder training and review of the Agency’s policy and procedures for the WellsOne 
Commercial purchasing card program was conducted on July 26, 2019. 

Significant Upcoming Items: 

Payroll will be updating the Paychex system for new CalPERS rates, Workers’ Comp rates, etc. 

Finance staff continue to work with other departments and a consultant to develop a robust, 
defensible cost allocation method. This will aid in future budgeting and the next rate study. The 
first phase of this project will be to develop allocated costs and a basis for each allocation.  

Accounting staff continues to work on restructuring and consolidating the general ledger. This 
will allow Accounting to integrate the Agency’s financial statements more quickly, as well as 
improve audit efficiencies. 

Staff is obtaining the additional Department of Motor Vehicle documentation required to transfer 
titles on the remaining 9 mobile equipment units. The Agency’s mobile equipment includes 
items such as generators, trailers, trenching equipment and pumps.

Attendees found 
the experience to be insightful and educational. 
 
In collaboration with the Inspection Department, staff streamlined the meter read collection 
process for all Agency metered construction services.   
 
Staff continues its work related to the Newhall Water Division’s (NWD) billing system conversion 
and several key integrations.

Staff will 
work with support partners throughout the weekend as needed to complete data validation and 
ensure that all critical processes are functioning as expected prior to final deployment on 
November 4, 2019. During this time, both billing systems and customer payment portals will be 
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unavailable. Staff will modify its disconnection for nonpayment workflow temporarily to 
accommodate customers who may be impacted by the system outage. 
 
Concurrent with NWD’s billing system conversion, Pine Street Customer Care will relocate to 
the Summit Circle and Rockefeller locations on November 4, 2019. Customers currently 
serviced by NWD will be serviced from the Rockefeller location with an option to make 
payments at the Summit Circle location. Staff is working with the PIO on customer outreach. 
 
HUMAN RESOURCES

Staff is preparing for benefits Open Enrollment and drafting announcements for staff. Open 
enrollment this year runs from September 1-October 4, 2019.

The following table shows beginning of the year storage, 2019 estimated puts and takes for the 
current operating plan with 75% allocation and carryover spill from San Luis, and estimated end of year 
storage.

On November 30, 2018, the Department of Water Resources (DWR) issued an initial 2019 SWP 
allocation at 10% of Table A amount. In January 2019, the allocation was increased to 15%, in February 
2019 to 35%, and in March 2019, the allocation was increased to 70% of Table A amount. DWR issued 
the 2019 final allocation on June 19, 2019 at 75% of Table A amount. Staff will continue to monitor 
imported water demand and hydrologic conditions.

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As noted above, staff estimates that approximately 21,500 AF may be available for carryover into 2020. 
Recent analysis, however, points to the potential that San Luis Reservoir may be close to full by the end 
of 2019. Staff has coordinated delivery of 5,000 AF of Table A water into the Semitropic Water Bank and 
is also investigating entering into an unbalanced exchange program similar to the existing Rosedale 2:1 
exchange. 
 
Imported Water Supplies Planning and Administration 
 

• On April 29, 2019, Governor Newsom executed Executive Order N-10-19 calling for the 
preparation of a water resiliency portfolio that meets California’s needs through the 21st Century. 
Staff continues to participate with the State Water Contractors members to understand possible 
cost and schedule implications of the Delta Conveyance and to assure SCV Water’s needs are 
met. Staff, along with other public agencies contracting with DWR for a SWP water supply, have 
met twice with DWR to negotiate Agreements in Principle relating to a potential Delta Conveyance 
Project. 
 

• Staff continues to participate in the Sites Reservoir development efforts. Staff is participating in 
workshops to define the scope and cost of the 2020 and 2021 workplan. Staff will make 
recommendations for future Agency participation this fall. 
 

• Staff is monitoring construction activities for the Rosedale Rio-Bravo Water Storage District 
Banking Extraction Facilities. Facilities to recover banked water are complete and Rosedale is 
processing a request to deliver water into the California Aqueduct.    
 

• Staff received final licensing agreement documents from FivePoint for the two Saugus Formation 
replacement wells. The well sites are adjacent to Magic Mountain. 
 

• Staff has initiated a preliminary planning project to explore spreading of imported and recycled 
water in the alluvium aquifer. 

 
Watershed 
 
Staff is engaged with Upper Santa Clara River Regional Water Management Group (RWMG) members 
(City of Santa Clarita, Los Angeles County Flood Control District, Rivers and Mountains Conservancy, 
Santa Clarita Valley Sanitation District and SCV Water) to prepare a Proposition 1 Integrated Regional 
Water Management Program grant application. Consultant services are required and SCV Water 
anticipates some consultant costs will be offset by contributions from RWMG members via a separate 
agreement. Prior to submitting the grant application, on September 10, 2019, USCR RWMG will present 
its projects to DWR at a DWR sponsored pre-application workshop. The workshop will provide an 
opportunity for DWR to consider proposed projects and provide helpful feedback.  
 
In the longer term (winter 2019 or early 2020), the existing Memorandum of Understanding with RWMG 
members will undergo revision to clarify member roles and funding responsibilities and to add or remove 
member agencies, if necessary. 
 
Staff, in its role as an USCR IRWM Disadvantaged Community Involvement Program Task Force 
member, is working with the City of Santa Clarita, Greater Los Angeles County, and the Watersheds 
Coalition of Ventura County (WCVC) to review communication tools/messages developed by a consultant 
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designed to reach out to disadvantaged communities. In July 2019, staff provided comments on outreach 
materials and continues to be engaged. 
 
Staff has initiated discussions with other agencies which would support SCV Water playing a greater role 
in the stewardship of the Santa Clara River and its Watershed (River System) with the objectives of: 
 

1) Ensuring the sustainability and reliability of the Santa Clarita Valley’s water resources as they 
relate to the River System; and 
 

2) Preserving and enhancing the environmental, aesthetic and recreational values of the River 
System. 
 

On October 2, 2018, the Board authorized the General Manager to execute a Memorandum of 
Understanding with United Water Conservation District (UWCD) to facilitate cooperative watershed 
planning. Staff has scheduled monthly meetings to discuss partnership opportunities and has initiated 
discussions with UWCD regarding coordinating future delivery of SWP water to recharge groundwater in 
the Upper Santa Clara River and Piru groundwater basins. UWCD staff has initiated a planning study to 
investigate regional water management opportunities in Ventura County and in the Santa Clara River 
Watershed, including coordination with SCV Water.  
 
Additionally, SCV Water staff are engaging with members of Ventura County’s Invasive Weed Task 
Force. At the May 7, 2019 Invasive Weed Task Force Meeting, SCV Water assisted in facilitating a 
discussion with the City of Santa Clarita and others regarding packaging a pilot project that would analyze 
existing LIDAR data and conduct invasive weed removal, taking advantage of potential in kind 
contributions from others, including the Sierra Club to accomplish the pilot project. Longer term, SCV 
Water is engaging in group discussions regarding a joint project to facilitate Arundo and Tamarisk 
removal in the upper and lower watersheds. SCV Water is evaluating an option to pursue Proposition 1 
IRWM Grant funding for development of a revised map showing invasive weeds and has begun 
discussions with a representative of the Santa Clara River Conservancy to review options for more 
consistent funding for invasive weed removal.  
 
Santa Clarita Valley Groundwater Sustainability Agency (SCV-GSA) 
  
On June 10, 2019, the SCV-GSA Board met, below are some of the highlights: 
  

1) Following the 45-day public review, the Board adopted its Conflict of Interest Code.   
 

2) The Board adopted the FY 2019/20 Budget. 
 

3) The Board approved a plan to develop a Stakeholder Advisory Committee. 
 
In May 2019, the State released Draft Proposition 68 Sustainable Groundwater Management Grant 
Program Guidelines and its Round 3 Proposal Solicitation Package. SCV Water is in the process of 
preparing a Round 3 grant application on behalf of the SCV-GSA. 
 
Staff has initiated design of an outreach effort to engage stakeholders in the Stakeholder Advisory 
Committee selection process. 
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The next regularly scheduled SCV-GSA Board meeting is October 7, 2019. Topics for the meeting are 
anticipated to include adoption of a resolution recognizing the development and role of the Stakeholder 
Advisory Committee, formally seating the Committee, and adoption of a resolution authorizing SCV Water 
to submit a Round 3 grant application on behalf of the SCV-GSA.

Conservation developed the SBx7-7 Performance chart (above) to provide an overview of the Agency’s 
water use efficiency efforts relative to its 2020 goals. On the SBx7-7 Chart, the red dotted line notes 
expected water production using 2019’s population and the baseline consumption of 272 GPCD. The 
black dotted line notes our production targets for 2019, the green dotted line notes our 2020 target, and 
the bars depict actual monthly production. For July 2019, SCV Water customers decreased water 
consumption compared to SBx7-7 target for the month and year to date by 1,357 AF, with a year to date 
decrease of 8,153.24 AF. SCV Water’s production is currently well below the monthly SBx7-7 goals for 
2019 (black dotted line).

Significant Upcoming Items 
 
Staff completed the Request for Proposals (RFP) for Professional Conservation Services and posted to 
PlanetBids. Conservation staff will review the proposal submissions in September 2019 and provide a 
recommendation to the Board in October 2019.  
 
Staff, in collaboration with Customer Care and GIS (IT), are currently working to merge the WaterSMART 
and Water Efficiency Target Programs as legacy Newhall customer data is synced into the enQuesta 
customer information system). Testing will occur in September and October 2019 in advance of Customer 
Care’s November 2019 go live goal.  
 
Staff is preparing SCV Water’s 2019 Water Loss Audit and Validation report for submission by the 
October 1, 2019 deadline.  
 
Staff is preparing to advance a collaboration effort with USC’s Sol Price of Public Policy to evaluate smart 
sustainability practices pertinent to public agencies and water utilities. The sustainability collaboration is 
expected to begin in September 2019 and conclude in December 2019. Deliverables resulting include a 
formative evaluation of sustainability practices, recommendations for SCV Water’s consideration, and 
supporting communication components (presentation, communication brief, final report).  
 
Staff will be working with DWR to support of the Conservation Long-Term Framework (AB 16685 and SB 
606) via participation in the Water Use Studies, UWMP Guidebook, and Data Streamlining workgroups.  
 
Staff is in the final phases of updating the WaterSMART Workshop, an interactive online training tool 
which customers can access from home to identify water saving opportunities and other improvements. 
Testing of the online training tool is underway and staff anticipates the program will “go live” in 
August/September 2019.  
 
Staff is currently evaluating cost estimates for demolition, irrigation infrastructure improvements, design, 
and refurbishment of the Conservatory Garden. 
 
Staff is currently working with City of Santa Clarita parks and library staff to identify locations for the water 
efficient pocket parks pilot project.  
 
Staff is developing SCV Water’s Water Shortage Contingency Plan (previously Ordinance No. 44). Staff 
continues to monitor updates to the SWRCB’s Regulation Rulemaking on Waste and Unreasonable 
Water Uses. As of August 2019, the regulation remains "In Progress."
