President Martin called the meeting to order at 6:30 PM. A quorum was present. 

There were no changes to the January 25, 2022 Board Agenda and was accepted as shown 
(Item 4). 

President Martin opened the Public Hearing at 6:35 PM regarding division boundaries 
adjustment as required by Election Code. Public comments were heard and received (Item 5). 

Assistant General Manager Steve Cole gave an introduction/update on the redistricting efforts 
and National Demographics Corporation Consultant Doug Johnson gave a presentation on the 
SCV Water Agency's 2021 redistricting efforts and processes. Regarding the population data, 
Mr. Johnson reported that growth since the original creation of the Agency's division boundaries 
in 2018 has been very evenly distributed between the divisions and, based on the new 
population data, the existing divisions are almost exactly even, which is in full compliance with 
the law. 

After Public Comments were received, President Martin gave the Board members an 
opportunity to ask questions and discuss. The Board discussed the information presented at 
length and provided their input to staff on whether to adjust the existing divisions or to keep 
them the same. No action was taken and another Public Hearing will be held where the Board 
will further consider any potential adjustments and will have an opportunity to take action. 

President Martin closed the Public Hearing at 7:18 PM. 

The meeting was adjourned at 7: 18 PM (Item 6). 
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
