SUBJECT: Recommend Approval of Revised Facility Capacity Fees (FCF)

SUMMARY

The Agency has concluded its 2020 Facility Capacity Fee (FCF) Study, which is updated every .
2-3 years. The last FCF study was completed in 2017 with new fees taking effect on January 1,
2018. The results pursuant to the settlement agreement with the LA/Ventura Building Industry
Association were modified in 2018 by implementing a prorated adjustment for meter connections
smaller than one inch. The Agency also agreed at that time to complete a new FCF study by the
end of 2019. The Updated FCF Study has been completed and staff recommendations have been
presented to key stakeholders, the Ratepayer Advocate, and this Committee.

DISCUSSION

With a new finance team in place at the Agency, there were some changes to the process of
engaging key stakeholders during the FCF study process. A group of stakeholders comprised of
the Building Industry Association (BIA), Santa Clarita Valley Economic Development Corporation,
Santa Clarita Valley Chamber of Commerce, FivePoint Holdings, and JSB Development met with
Agency staff seven times over the eleven months of the FCF Study. The purpose of these
meetings was to inform, educate, and collaborate ideas and concerns over the determination of the
FCF. At the final meeting in October 2019, staff and the Ratepayer Advocate presented their
recommendations to the key stakeholders.

At the November 18, 2019 Finance & Administration Committee meeting, the Committee was
presented the respective FCF recommendations by staff and the Ratepayer Advocate. The
Committee requested additional time to discuss the FCF recommendations before the issue is
presented at the December 23, 2019 special Board meeting.

The FCF provides funds to pay for the cost of expanding the existing infrastructure costs related to
new users. The proposed FCF will provide the funds to pay for the cost of approximately $111
million in capital expenditures through system build-out (estimated to be 2050) related to new
users. Note that this is the portion of the Capital Improvement Program (CIP) that is allocated to
major capital projects that support growth. A portion of these major capital projects is also
allocated to existing users and is not included in the FCF calculation. Additional components of the
CIP including minor capital projects and replacement projects are allocated to and funded by
existing users, and are not included in the FCF calculations.

FCF’s are calculated by using a simple formula:

Costs Allocated to Growth
# of Equivalent Meter Units
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The cost components that are included in the FCFs are:
1. Existing debt service that has been allocated to growth
a. The portion of prior bond issuances that were allocated to fund project cost
allocated to growth that is currently outstanding. This includes both bond principle
and interest. Only the remaining debt service is included in the calculation even
though annual FCF revenue collections do not cover this annual obligation. A list of
the remaining portion of existing debt that was allocated to growth in prior studies is
reflected in Table 1 below. Note, this table includes the Principal and Interest
amounts that remain to be paid ($355,835,080), and the portion that has been
attributable to growth ($248,848,079).

2. Future costs to finance the portion of remaining major capital projects required to serve
growth.
a. Capital projects benefit all Water Service Areas (WSAs) as General Benefit, except

for recycled water projects, as WSA 3 is constructing its own source of recycled
water. In addition, there are currently three projects that benefit specific WSAs only;
these are labeled as Local Benefit projects (Table 2).

b. Future capital projects have been identified and are in various stages of
development. The portion of each of the remaining projects that is attributable to
growth has been identified. Table 3 includes the ongoing and future major capital
projects for General Benefit projects and the percentage allocated to growth.

c. Buildout is planned to be complete in 2050. At buildout, there will be remaining debt
service obligations attributable to growth. These remaining costs have not been
included in this FCF calculation.

3. Cost to build recycled water infrastructure. All customers benefit from the development of
recycled water as this source can be used for certain irrigation requirements, freeing up
potable water for other uses and enhancing overall water supply reliability. All WSAs except
for WSA 3 share in recycled water infrastructure costs. WSA 3 is exempt as this service
area is constructing its own source and related infrastructure for recycled water. Table 4
lists the Recycled Water Projects, their construction cost, cost to finance and total cost that
was allocated between current and future users.

4. The Agency currently has a water acquisition agreement with the Buena Vista Water
Storage District and the Rosedale-Rio Bravo Storage District to increase the water supply
availability. The BV/RRB payments reflect the acquisition of water supply based on this
agreement. The 30-year payment stream that is divided between existing and future users.
Table 5 contains the annual remaining payment amounts and the amounts allocated to
growth.

The largest challenge regarding the FCF is that while there is a degree of certainty in the timing of
the debt service and capital costs incurred, there is less certainty in the timing of new service
connections and hence the FCF revenue generation. A second issue is uncertainty of the number
of meters and their size, that will be added during the buildout. These are influenced by economic,
housing market, and regulatory trends. As a result of these challenges a financial model was
developed that considered the concept of uncertainty in future population growth (influences the
number of meter connections). The model produced 5,000 independent scenarios, each resulting
in a cost to be recovered by a specific number of equivalent meter units. The model takes these
5,000 scenarios and creates a frequency distribution that is used to select a set of fees that would
generate the required revenue for a stated level of confidence. That is to say that the more
certainty desired that fees would recover the costs associated with growth, the higher the fees
need to be. This is due to the uncertainty of the number and sizes of meters that will be added.
The more meters that are expected to be added, the lower the fee per meter will be. The fewer the
equivalent meter units (EMU) expected to be added, the higher the fee per meter must be.



Figure 1 shows the model results at various levels of confidence for each WSA. Staff is
recommending the use of the 95% level of confidence that the FCF fees will collect the identified
revenue requirement. This is effectively placing the risk of under-collecting fees attributable to
growth-on-growth, rather than existing customers.

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Table 7 is a comparison of the staff recommended FCFs against the existing fees. Table 8 has
the recommendation of the Ratepayer Advocate. Note that the revenue requirement is identical
compared to staff. The difference between staff and Ratepayer Advocate’s recommendation is the
amount of growth in EMUs (equivalent meter units). The higher number of EMUs used by the
ratepayer advocate increases the level of uncertainty as to whether the fees will be sufficient as
their calculation assumes greater growth. Neither of the recommendations are technically wrong;
the difference is in the level of uncertainty of fee performance being placed on retail customers.
That is to say that if the FCFs underperform, the shortfall will be passed on to retail customers.

There is an 8.3% difference between staff's recommendation and the Ratepayer Advocate as
reflected in Table 9. The fees recommended by the Ratepayer Advocate approximate the staff’'s
model results at the 80% level of confidence.

In addition to the FCF recommendation, Staff also recommends modification to the FCFs annually
in years between FCF Study Updates by using the ENR City of Los Angeles Construction Cost
Index (ENR Index) to the fees. The use of the ENR Index will be as follows: On an annual basis,
the December ENR Index will be applied to the existing FCF, with a cap on the size of the annual
adjustments of not greater than a 3% increase or 3% decrease. The purpose of adjusting the fees
within these annual limits in years that a full FCF Study Update is not made is to minimize the risk
of large changes in the fees when a new study is released.

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS

$472,804,003 in Facility Capacity Fees will be generated to recover the cost of infrastructure
attributable to growth between 2020 and 2050 as currently planned. Selecting a set of fees to
charge and cost index to adjust the FCFs until the next FCF Study Update, is a complex issue.
RECOMMENDATION

The Finance and Administration Committee recommends that the Board of Directors review

staff’'s and the Ratepayer Advocate’s FCF recommendations and select and approve revised
Facility Capacity Fees (FCF).

SUBJECT: Recommend Approval of a Resolution Adopting a Ticket Distribution Policy

SUMMARY

From time to time, Agency employees or Directors may be offered gifts from vendors and
consultants. In general, and to be consistent with various ethics and fair political practices
codes, gifts should not be accepted when possible, as they could constitute a conflict of interest
to the Agency. If gifts are delivered, however, they are encouraged to be turned over to the
Agency and/or shared amongst the staff. In the event that tickets are gifted, such as to a festival
or athletic event, the acceptance must be approved by the General Manager, and the tickets
must be reported and published on the Agency’s website. For Board of Directors and staff that
accept gifts and/or tickets, they must be reported on their Fair Political Practices Commission
(FPPC) form 700.

DISCUSSION

The purpose of this Ticket Distribution Policy (Policy) is to ensure that tickets, which are
resources of SCV Water, are distributed to further the public purposes of SCV Water. The
distribution of any ticket pursuant to this Policy shall accomplish some or all of SCV Water's
public purposes, including those of water conservation programs, water supply and distribution,
outreach and other programs and activities.

The FPPC Regulation Section 18944.1 provides rules governing the distribution to public
officials of tickets or passes for admission “to a facility, event, show, or performance for an
entertainment, amusement, recreational, or similar purpose.” Under Section 18944.1 the
Agency is required to publicly document distribution of tickets or passes subject to the
regulation. As a result, the Agency has developed the attached Resolution (Attachment 1)
incorporating the Ticket Distribution Policy, using legacy CLWA'’s former policy as a template.

Any tickets distributed will need to follow procedures that may include filling out the attached
Ticket Distribution Policy (Attachment 2) and/or California Form 802 — Agency Report of
Ceremonial Role Events and Ticket/Pass Distributions (Attachment 3).

FINANCIAL CONSIDERATIONS

None at this time.
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RECOMMENDATION

The Finance and Administration Committee recommends that the Board of Directors approve
the attached resolution adopting a Ticket Distribution Policy.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD OF DIRECTORS OF THE
SANTA CLARITA VALLEY WATER AGENCY
ADOPTING A TICKET DISTRIBUTION POLICY

WHEREAS, the Fair Political Practices Commission (FPPC) has amended its
regulations regarding the distribution to public officials of certain types of tickets or
passes to events, and one new provision requires the adoption of a written policy by the
Santa Clarita Valley Water Agency (SCV Water) Board of Directors before such
distribution can be made (see 2 Cal. Code Regs. § 18944.1(b)); and

WHEREAS, SCV Water’s written policy must contain at least those requirements set
forth in § 18944.1(b); and

WHEREAS, SCV Water may occasionally receive, purchase, generate or otherwise gain
ownership of tickets and passes to events for entertainment, amusement, recreational or
similar purposes, and it wishes to avail the Agency and its officials, as defined for
purposes of Government Code § 82048 and FPPC Regulations § 18701, of the ability to
distribute tickets and passes pursuant to § 18944.1(b); and

WHEREAS, SCV Water desires to use such tickets or passes to further its governmental
and public purposes, which include enhancing water reliability; promoting SCV Water
programs and services, organizing and managing water conservation programs;
supplying water to households and businesses in the Santa Clarita Valley and providing
reliable and high quality water at a reasonable cost; and

WHEREAS, as provided in § 18944.1, such tickets and/or passes distributed in
accordance with a duly adopted written policy are, when so distributed, not considered
gifts to public officials; and

WHEREAS, the FPPC recognizes and has stated that the SCV Water Board of Directors
has discretion in determining whether the distribution of tickets and/or passes serves a
legitimate public purpose of SCV Water, provided that the determination is consistent
with State law.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Directors of the Santa Clarita
Water Agency, as follows:

Section 1. The Board of Directors hereby adopts the Ticket Distribution Policy, as
follows:

Santa Clarita Valley Water Agency Ticket Distribution Policy

1. Definitions.
a. SCV Water “Official” shall mean a Director, officer, employee, or

consultant of SCV Water as defined in Government Code Section 82048
and 2 Cal. Code Regs. Section 18701.
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b. “Ticket” shall mean a ticket or pass for admission to a facility, event,
show, or other performance for an entertainment, amusement,
recreational, or similar purpose that is received by SCV Water from a
public or private source, that is purchased by SCV Water, or that is
obtained by SCV Water because of its control of the event or facility.

2. Purpose of Ticket Distribution Policy. The purpose of this Ticket Distribution Policy
(Policy) is to ensure that Tickets, which are resources of SCV Water, are distributed
to further the public purposes of SCV Water.

3. Limitation. This Policy shall only apply to SCV Water’s distribution of tickets to, or at
the behest of, an SCV Water Official.

4. Public Purposes for Ticket Distribution. The following list is illustrative of the public
purposes that SCV Water may accomplish by the distribution of tickets to, or at the
behest of, an SCV Water Official:

a. Representation of Santa Clarita Valley on federal, state and regional
levels.

b. Encouragement of, and education about, water conservation programs.

c. Promotion of SCV Water sponsored or supported community events and
programs.

d. Promotion of specific programs sponsored or supported by SCV Water;

e. Promotion of SCV Water and the Santa Clarita Valley water community
recognition, visibility, and/or profile on a local, state, national, or
international scale.

f.  Promotion of open government by SCV Water Official appearances,
participation, and/or availability at business, local government and/or
community events.

g. Increasing public exposure to, and awareness of, the various educational
programs available to the public through SCV Water and SCV Water
sponsored programs.

h. Promotion of intergovernmental relations through activities and events
involving other public entities.

i. Promotion of special events sponsored in whole or part by SCV Water.

j- Attraction and retention of highly qualified employees in SCV Water
service.

k. Recognizing or rewarding meritorious service by an SCV Water
employee, promoting enhanced SCV Water employee performance or
morale, and recognizing contributions made to SCV Water by former
Officials and employees.

5. Requirement of Public Purpose. The distribution of any Ticket pursuant to this Policy
shall accomplish some or all of SCV Water’s public purposes.

6. Prohibition Against Transfer. The transfer by any SCV Water Official of any Ticket,
distributed to such Official pursuant to this Policy, to any other person, except to
members of the Official’'s immediate family for their personal use, is prohibited. No
person receiving a Ticket pursuant to this Policy shall be permitted to sell, receive
reimbursement for the value of, or further transfer any Ticket.

7. Posting Form 802 on SCV Water. Within 30 days of distributing a Ticket hereunder,
SCV Water will post a completed California Fair Political Practices Commission Form
802 in a prominent place on the SCV Water website.

8. Agency Head. For purposes of posting California Fair Political Practices
Commission Form 802, the SCV Water General Manager or the General Manager’s
designee shall be the “Agency Head.”
